Dear Mr. Hurst,

The Memphis MPO has determined that the requested Administrative Modification 32 to the FY 2020-23 TIP meets
the criteria to be processed as an administrative modification and not as an amendment. As a result, there was no
public notice of the changes and no vote by the Transportation Policy Board to approve the changes.

The City of Memphis has requested that the Bicycle and Pedestrian Grouping, TIP #STP-M-2009-04, be modified to
update the Memphis 3.0 projects to include six (6) locations as shown on the TIP page. $1,466,783 in STBG funds
(51,173,426 federal and $293,356 local) were added to the Bicycle and Pedestrian Grouping for these projects.
The federal funds available for the Memphis 3.0 projects (6 locations) is $1,633,426 federal.

The City of Memphis has also requested that the Bridge Grouping, TIP #STP-M-2014-12, be modified to remove the
Plough and Winchester and Mitchell Road and ICRR projects (5413,426 federal) from the Bridge Grouping
Construction Set-Aside and the Transportation Plans and Study Grouping, TIP #STBG-M-2020-06, be modified to
remove the Intersection Safety and Design and State of Walking and Bicycle Studies ($760,000 federal). The 1-40
Downtown Interchange Modification Study ($120,000 federal) has been added to this grouping as shown on the
TIP page.

Additionally, the Transportation Alternatives Grouping, TIP # TAP-2014-01, has been updated to add the FY 2021
Transportation Alternatives funding and three (3) awarded FY 2021 TA Projects.

Unobligated FY 2020 funds and been moved to FY 2021 for the groupings included within this modification packet.

The changes to the TIP meet the requirements for an administrative modification as established under the
Memorandum of Agreement between TDOT and the MPO. Since the TIP is a subset of the 2050 RTP then air quality
conformity determination made on the RTP applies to the TIP (40 CFR 93.122).

The Memphis MPO has made the requested modification to the FY 2020-23 TIP to accurately reflect the requested
changes. It is the request of the Memphis MPO that the TIP project changes be amended into the Tennessee State
Transportation Improvement Program. Attached to this letter are the old and new TIP pages.
